Classroom Rules
Mr. Matos

1. Respect.  There will be no conversations while I or another student is speaking.  Use of foul language is strictly prohibited!
2. Cheating will not be tolerated in any form.  Any student caught cheating on an assignment will receive a zero for that assignment and a parent/legal guardian will be notified.  A Saturday school detention will be assigned by the administration.

3. Homework will be assigned on a near daily basis.  Homework is to be completed at home in preparation for class, unless given permission to start in class.  Homework should follow the formula, substitution, circled answer format when applicable.  Show all work for credit!
4. Attendance is important.  Excessive absences or tardiness will result in disciplinary action against the student and/or failure, in accordance with the attendance policy described in the student handbook.  You can’t learn if you’re not here!
5. Students who miss an assignment due to absence (homework, quiz, test, etc) need to make arrangements for make-up work within two days of returning to school.  Failure to do so will result in a grade of zero for the assignment missed.
6. Any type of electronic device (other than a scientific or graphing calculator), toy, cards, etcetera, found in class will be confiscated.  This includes cellular mobile devices, iPods, iPads, laptops, game units, etc. Confiscated items will be returned to a parent/legal guardian in accordance with the student handbook. 
7. Gum chewing is prohibited and will be strictly enforced.  The same applies for any other type of food, candy, mint, beverage, or foreign object.  Medical exceptions will be made with a signed note from the nurse’s office (green card).  Cough drops are allowed with teacher permission.
8. All students will maintain a notebook with a hard cover.  This must be a hard cover 3-ring binder, either 1½” or 2” in diameter with filler paper – no spiral bound notebooks.  The notebook will contain all notes, class-work, handouts, and completed homework assignments.  This notebook is to be used for math only, do not try to fit in other subjects.  Notebooks will be checked at the end of each trimester and will be weighed as a quiz grade.  
9. All students must consistently maintain an average of at least 65%.  The summer assignment, along with its corresponding test, will be worth 5% of the entire year’s grade.  Similarly, the final exam will be 5% of the course grade.  Each trimester grade will be made up of:
