Minimum Requirements:

1. Students must be prepared for class with:
a. A covered textbook.

b. A 3-ring hard cover binder notebook 1½” or 2” diameter with filler paper.
c. A pencil.  ALL assignments are to be done in pencil.
d. Homework.
e. A TI-84+ Silver Edition graphing calculator is highly recommended, but is not required.  A supply of these calculators will be provided for class-work.

2. Students must be respectful of the teacher, peers, and school property.
a. When you enter class go straight to your assigned seat and:

i. Copy the assigned homework into your agenda.  
ii. Copy any new definitions on the board into your notebook.
iii. Have your homework out and ready to be checked.
b. While at your desk:

i. Keep your other books under or close to your desk.

ii. Sit up and face forward.

c. Always raise your hand before speaking out in class.  This way everyone has a fair chance of speaking.

d. Be polite and courteous.  No profanity, crude language or outbursts will be tolerated.

Homework:

1. Homework will be graded each day based on effort.  ( 0, (-, (, (+ correlates to recorded grades of 0, 60, 80, and 100 respectively)  Try your best on every problem and have questions ready for class!
2. Homework will occasionally be collected and checked for completeness and accuracy.
3. Missing or incomplete homework may be completed for a maximum credit of (- (60).  Homework may be turned in until the end of the current academic cycle, or within two days of returning to school, whichever is later.  Missing homework will affect the notebook grade.
4. A “shop assignment” will be assigned at the end of every academic cycle.  Shop assignments are due on the first day of the academic cycle, no later.
