Attention Students:

This year the summer packet will be an on-line program.  This program not only provides a mastery test but also has tutorials of the material to help you master it.  Each grade has been assigned five modules. You will be expected to master these modules by August 26th.  A report will be run on August 26th, 2011 and credit will be given for each mastered module.  Each module will be worth 10 points for a total of 50 points.  When you return in the fall, you will be given a test on this material during your first academic cycle.  This test will be worth 50 points.  Together, the modules mastered and the fall test will be your summer packet grade.  This grade will count for 5% of your year’s grade.

This on-line program can be accessed:


From your home computer (if you have internet) OR


From a computer at the Public Library OR


From a computer at the BCC library OR


From the school computer lab (Dates to be announced)
Saying, “I don’t have a computer” or “I couldn’t get on-line” will not be accepted.  You will be expected to complete the assignment.  You will not be required to turn anything in; a report with the needed information will be generated by teachers.
The process:
First time login:
Go to www.platoweb.com

The first time you log in you will be asked for an account number.


The Account Number is 51326 – you will not be asked for this 

information again.


Next, you will be prompted to fill in the following fields:



Plato Name – This is your year of graduation followed by your 





student ID – no spaces, for example 20111234



Group Name – The group name is cvte



Password – Leave the password blank and go to the next screen 





 On the next screen you will be asked to enter a 





  password – write down your password on the card 

                                                  provided and put it in a safe place – pick something 




              easy for you to remember!  You will only have to do 





  this the first time you log in.
There will be a screen giving you Plug-in Information – you need to follow the instructions and download this package –it is free and is needed to run the software.

NOTE:  You may have to “Allow Pop-Up” – a yellow box at the 

  top of the screen will appear and tell you that you can not    

  get information because pop-ups are not allowed.  Click  

  on that box and select “allow Pop-ups”.
NOTE:  Installation may take a few minutes.
Once you complete the log in the list of topics will appear.  Topics for all three classes are listed. You only need to do the ones on YOUR list.

Using the program:
Choose the topic you want to work on and click on it.

You mat have to do the pop-up thing again!


Select Mastery Test – This is the first thing you do every time you start a new 





topic.  You will need to get 80% in order to master this 

topics (either 4 out of 5 or 8 out of 10 depending on the module).  Once you click on the Mastery test, you must complete it.  If you log out before completing the test it will 

assume that all questions not answered are wrong.  If you try to refresh the screen without using the “refresh” button on the Plato screen, the test may be locked.

Once you, complete the mastery test, one of two things will happen:

a)  You get the 80% -- You will be told that you have 

mastered this module and you have completed one 

module – you can go to another module.
b)  You do not get an 80% -- you will have to do the 

tutorial.  You must complete the tutorial before you can retake the mastery test.  You can take the mastery test as often as you need to – but you must go through the tutorial after each try (until you get the 80%).  Unlike the mastery test, you can log out of the tutorial session at any time and your progress will be saved.

Logging off
“X” out of any tutorial or mastery test windows and then click log off from the list of options in the left side of the screen.  The next time you log in you will need to enter your password but will not have to download the Plug-in software.
